Kayleigh Shaul’s Classic Mustang
July 14, 1964 in Dearborn, MI unit # 197875, a convertible, standard interior, with a color of Rangoon Red, Red Crinkle Vinyl, was made.  The car roles fast with a 289 4v V8 engine, 4-speed manual transmission.   The relationship with this car began around 1980 in a small Pennsylvania town, called Kittanning. Which is located 45 miles northeast of Pittsburgh. It was given to my mom as her 16th birthday present. The car was driven through her high school and college years.  When she got the car, it had white interior and top. It came with a manufacture air conditioner, and had an updated stereo installed with speakers added to the doors.  Only a few pictures of the car can be found.  

Around 1989-1990 the car was taken to a shop in Derry, PA to be restored. The only work done to the car was to remove the interior, engine and transmission.  In August 1996, my Dad and Uncle Mark got the car and transferred it to a storage facility in Derry, owned by Norm. They had to go and get the engine, which sat on an old tire outside. While lifting the engine from the tire onto the truck, a swarm of bees flew from underneath the engine. The funny thing is that my Uncle Mark was allergic to the bees. We got the engine on the truck, but my Uncle jumped in the truck and would not get out until we left.  

My parents lived in Maryland at this time, and getting back to see the Mustang only occurred on weekend trips.  One trip up to PA, Norm, my Dad, and Uncle dismantled the engine (they have pictures of that day).  The engine block was taken to Beacon Auto February 22, 1997 in Latrobe, PA to be machined; only to find the block was cracked, but could be repaired.  That was all that was done while it was kept stored in Derry.  

The car was stored at Norm’s until a weekend in February 2002.  My Uncle and Dad rented a trailer and brought the Mustang to my house. It has been in our garage until January 16, 2009.  That’s when it was picked up and taken to HisPlace, Inc in Emmitsburg, MD to begin, at last, its restoration.
